Many members of the Twinwood museum team are
living history enthusiasts. During the festival you will
see them re-enacting scenes from the 1940's & WWII.

The purpose of the memorial flight was to
celebrate the Allied Victory & the anniversary of
the end of the Second World War. It has since
become a flying memorial to all members of the
Royal Air Force, who lost their lives during war.
During WWII, Twinwood Airfield was an RAF Trainingase. Aircraft including
the Spitfire, the Dakota, the Hurricane and thedaster would have been a
regular sight here.

During WWII, Twinwood Airfield was an R.A.F. traing
base. During this time, Glenn Miller & his Orchestwere
based in nearby Bedford as a safer alternativetawlan. RAF
Twinwood was the closest Airfield to Bedford, andei@
Miller & his band members regularly used Twinwoodfly to
& from the many morale boosting concert tours tiiety
conducted around the UK. On August 27th 1944 GMiiler
performed a special concert at RAF Twinwood, tomkhtnose
who worked there for allowing them to use the eidi It was
the only outdoor concert he performed at a Bribsise. All
the other outdoor concerts were held at Americaseda Later that year, on December 15th 1944,
Major Glenn Miller was due to leave England for fe. He boarded the small single engir
Norseman aircraft outside Twinwood Control Toward &he was never seen again. This sparked a
mystery that has fascinated the world ever since.

The Glenn Miller Museum is in
Twinwood Control Tower.

FIRE SERVICE MUSEUM Twinwood is host to Britain’s only wartime Fire
Service museum. Located in Hut 37, one of the foriRérF. accommodation
blocks, the museum is in the form of a utility fireti&ta built sometime in the
1940s.
